Apartment Manager:
The Apartment Manager resides in the apartments and assists students, the apartment manager also ensures the safety of the students that reside there.  The Apartment Manager supervises the Community Advisor, residents, and is responsible for the daily operations of the apartments.  Any questions or problems that the Community Advisor cannot resolve should be taken to the Apartment Manager.  The Apartment Manager’s office is located in his/her apartment.

Community Advisor:
The Community Advisor (C.A.) resides in an apartment and is available to help students.  The duties of the Community Advisor include assisting residents with their adjustment to college life, sponsoring activities, answering questions about the apartments or the school, handling emergencies and maintaining college policies and guidelines.  The Community Advisors reports to the Apartment Manager and the Residence Life Coordinator.  

Vice President of Student Services:
The Residence Life Coordinator reports to the Vice President of Student Services who oversees the entire operation of Residence Life at Southeastern Community College.  Any questions or concerns that cannot be answered by the Residence Life Coordinator should be directed to the Vice President of Student Services.  The Vice President of Student Services’ office is located at the West Burlington Campus in the Administrative Office Suite in Callison Hall (100 Building).

Custodial/Maintenance:
The maintenance staff is available for custodial upkeep and repair of the apartments. Residents can request maintenance by filling out a work request order form. Please ask the Community Advisor or the Apartment Manager for the form.

Apartments

· A washer and dryer area with quarter-operated machines is located in the utility room.
· It is VERY important to keep rooms and living spaces clean. If rooms/kitchen/lounge areas receive poor inspections, fines will be assessed to one or more residents.
· Do not bring excessive amounts of personal items with you because the apartments are not equipped with extra storage space.  The College is not responsible for and will dispose of items left behind when a student vacates an apartment.  CHECK YOUR APARTMENT BEFORE YOU LEAVE.

The apartment assigned to you under your contract with the College is property of the College.  While living in the apartments you should treat them with respect and proper care. You will be responsible for all damage done to your apartment and common areas if any occurs. Each apartment is furnished with the following items for the students:
· 

· extra long twin bed with mattress
· three-drawer chest
· desk with chair
· closet space
· Couch
· Chair	

The furniture must remain in the apartments.  DO NOT TRY TO ALTER THE APARTMENTS PERMANENTLY.  Do not use any nails or any other substance that might cause damage to the walls.  Only small tacks may be used to hang up posters.  Do not remove the screens from the windows except in cases of emergency.

Cable:
Cable television hook-ups are provided in each apartment.

Heater/AC:
Each apartment will have its own air conditioning unit.  If the unit in your apartment is not operating properly, report it to the Community Advisor or the Apartment Manager, who will file a work order for repair or replacement.  

Telephones:
Each apartment is equipped with a telephone for local phone calls only.



Voicemail:
The voice mail system is called “Cisco Unity”.  
· To set up voicemail:
· Pick up the handset of your room phone
· Dial your personal phone number

· Enter your ID (your personal phone number)
· Then enter your password (12345)
· At this point, it will begin the set up process (if you have not already set yours up).
· You will need to change your password to something other than 12345.

Apartment Payment Forfeiture

The residence hall charges are payable in advance at the beginning of each term.  If a student neglects to take care of their bill, they will be required to move out of the Apartments immediately.  Apartment charges follow the same payment plan dates as tuition and fees.  If a resident moves out of the apartments before the end of the contract period for any reason, the resident will forfeit that term's room expense in addition to their deposit.  

ROOM DEPOSITS
A mandatory damage deposit/reservation fee of $300 is required before the student receives their apartment key. $50 will serve as a room reservation fee (non-refundable) and $250 will serve as a damage deposit which will be retained by the College as a guarantee against damage to the apartments.  At termination of the contract period, the damage deposit ($250) will be refunded within 60 days.  In order to receive your deposit or any portion thereof, you must complete a formal check-out with a residence life staff member. Refunds of the entire deposit are ONLY received if your apartment does not have any damages, is thoroughly cleaned before you check out, and no other fines have been assessed.  A $100 cleaning fee will be assessed if your apartment is left unclean in addition to any charges for repairs of damages.

Room Deposit Forfeiture:  
A resident automatically forfeits the room deposit in the following cases:
1. Failure to complete the Room Check-out Form and formal check-out with the Residence Life Staff.
2. Damage cost to the room is equal to or greater than the deposit. If damage is greater than the deposit, the resident is still liable for cost above the deposit.
3. Moving out before the term or contract period is over.
4. Eviction from apartments for disciplinary or any other reasons.
5. Does not give notice at least 30 days prior to the first day of the term if not attending SCC.      
6. A $100 cleaning charge will be assessed to residents failing to clean before departure.  This may be assessed in addition to damage charges/fines.















POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Accidents and Illness:
In case of an accident or extended/contagious illness, notify a Residence Life Staff Member immediately, and in case of an accident, a report must be filed with the Residence Life Coordinator within 24 hours.

Apartment Inspections:
Residence Life Staff will perform apartment inspections throughout the school year. The time and date when the inspection will take place will be posted on each apartment door a week before the inspection takes place. The purpose of the inspections is to access any damages to the apartments, appliances or furniture provided. If damages are noticed, the Residence Life staff will notify the Residence Life Coordinator who will enter the damage charges into the student registration system. The resident will be given a month to take care of the charges. Failure to pay for the charges will result in an eviction. During the inspection the Residence Life Staff will also access the cleanliness of the apartments, if the apartments are not kept clean the Residence Life Staff will give the residents 48 hours to clean according to instructions given by the Residence Life staff. Failure to clean the apartment will result in the residents’ responsibility to pay for contracted cleaning company to clean the apartment.
Common area will also be inspected during the inspection. Any damages done to the apartments’ common area will be the responsibility of all residents. If the individual who is responsible admits that he/she is responsible, charges will be his/her responsibility. If, after 48 hours of inspection no one has come forward, charges will be divided amongst all residents.

Alcohol:
The possession and/or consumption of alcohol on any College property, including apartments is prohibited.  Minors in possession may be prosecuted.  Students who are unable to function in a safe manner due to consumption of alcohol (public intoxication), and residents who display alcohol advertisements, signs, or empty containers will be found in violation of the alcohol policy and will be dealt with accordingly.  ALL students present in the apartment will be found in violation of the policy whether they are drinking or not.

Applicants:
The College reserves the right to accept or reject any apartment application.  The College shall not discriminate solely on the basis of race, sex, religion, national origin, creed, disability, marital status or age.  Applications can be obtained in the Enrollment Services Office.

Candles and Incense:
Burning of incense and/or candles IS NOT allowed because of the risk of smoke and fire.  Smoke detectors in the apartments will detect smoke from these items and will trip the fire alarm.  Tampering with smoke detectors will result in a fine and possible eviction.  If you smell smoke, contact a member of the Residence Life staff.

Conduct:
As expressed throughout this handbook, the intent of providing apartment living is not only for the convenience of the residents, but also to promote the college community.  Apartment residents are expected to project a good image of the College and to refrain from creating situations which would detract from the image of the College.  Any resident who cannot conduct him/herself in accordance with this handbook will be evicted.

Doors:
Exterior doors are in place for the safety of our residents.  DO NOT PROP THEM OPEN OR DISABLE THEM IN ANYWAY. When these doors are propped open and/or disabled, unwanted people, animals, and bugs may enter the building.  Students found propping doors open will receive a disciplinary fine and/or eviction.

Drugs:
The use or possession of illicit drugs and/or drug paraphernalia on College property, including apartments, will result in immediate removal from the apartments and may result in suspension from the College. This policy applies to all students participating in the incident as well as the person(s) to whom the room is assigned (regardless of participation). Others in the room not found to be participating will be placed on residence life probation.

Emergency Closings/Disasters
· Cancellation of classes and closing of officer will be announced by radio.  The decision will be made by 6:30 a.m. so that proper notification of students and faculty may be given.
· If an emergency situation arises after 4 p.m., students will be notified that classes are dismissing early and there will be a radio announcement made.
· For more information on this policy, please refer to Administrative Guideline #701.

Designated Fire Evacuation Areas:
Area in front of building

Every effort has been made to ensure the fire safe construction of the apartments.  Observing common sense and safety consciousness will prevent a careless fire. If the smoke detector goes off, all residents and/or their guests must evacuate the apartment.  Any resident that does not leave the apartment when a smoke detector goes off will be assessed a $50.00 Major Violation as outlined in the Disciplinary Action Policy provided at the end of this handbook.. In accordance with State law, unannounced fire drills will be conducted at least twice during each semester. It is against the law to tamper with fire extinguishers and alarms when the threat of fire is not present, therefore, prosecution of individuals tampering with such items will result.

Harassment:
Sexual harassment or harassment of any kind will not be tolerated at SCC. If any resident feels he or she is being harassed in any way, they are to notify a member of the Residence Life staff as soon as possible. A Resident(s) found to be guilty of any type of harassment will face disciplinary action including fines, eviction, and/or legal prosecution.

Noise:
Noise is a frequent cause of complaints in an apartment living environment.  Residents must be considerate of others in their use of stereos, televisions, musical instruments, etc. Courtesy quiet hours are 24 hours a day. The Residence Life Staff have the right to determine whether or not a resident is being excessively loud. Mandatory quiet hours start at 10:00 p.m. Sunday -Thursday and 12:00 .a.m. Friday-Saturday, and end at 10:00 a.m. every day. Mandatory 24 hour quiet hours are imposed during finals. If a problem occurs, try to resolve the matter yourself, but if you cannot, discuss the situation with the Community Advisor.

Personal Property:
The College is not responsible for lost, stolen or damaged property.  Residents are discouraged from keeping large sums of money or valuable property in the apartments and are encouraged to lock their doors and windows.  If a theft occurs, report it to a Residence Life staff member.  Any resident found guilty of theft of another resident’s or College property will be evicted.

Pets:
No pets other than fish will be allowed.  Residents found in violation of this policy will be required to get rid of pets immediately.

Room Changes:
A student requesting an apartment change must secure approval from the Residence Life Coordinator.  Reasonable attempts will be made to try to accommodate all parties.  

Search and Seizure:
While the College respects the right of privacy of the residents, the College reserves the right to enter rooms without advance notice for the following reasons:
1. To make maintenance repairs, conduct a safety inspection, or conduct routine pest control applications.
2. When there is reasonable cause to believe a threat to life, health or safety exists.
3. When there is reasonable cause to believe that a resident has left the area and a nuisance noise is coming from the apartment. (i.e. loud television, radios or alarms not shut off)
4. When the Residence Life staff believes campus policy or local, state, or federal laws are not being followed and have been denied permission to enter an apartment.
5. When a police dog indicates there to be illegal drugs being stored on SCC property.

Notice!!!!  If the Residence Life staff believes campus rules are not being followed and permission to enter an apartment has been denied by the resident, the local authorities (police) will be contacted. When you leave your apartment, turn off all lights, TV's, radios, and other items that do not need to be on 24 hours a day.  The Residence Life Staff has the authority to enter an apartment for any of the above reasons.  You have the right to privacy but if you are infringing on the rights of others, then your right to privacy becomes secondary.

Security:
The College recommends that all residents keep their doors locked at all times.  If there is any suspicious activity around the apartments, report it to a Residence Life staff member. Do not hesitate to call the police in emergency situations.

Smoking/Tobacco Use:
Absolutely NO Smoking is allowed in the apartments.  

Stereos/Home Theatre Systems:
The apartments are not built to handle the sounds of a home stereo system.  ONLY small boom boxes will be allowed.  Please respect the rights of others.  Multiple noise complaints will result in suspension of these privileges.  

Student Resident Requirement:
A resident must be enrolled at Southeastern Community College during their term of residency. Enrolled is defined as being registered and attending classes as a full time student (min. 12 credits) for each the fall and spring semesters and enrolled in one of the summer sessions for the summer.  Students who fall below full-time enrollment may be dismissed from the apartments.  
If a student completely withdraws from classes during the term, he/she must move out of the apartments immediately.  The College reserves the right to determine whether a resident is attending college classes regardless of whether or not they have officially withdrawn.

Vacations and Breaks:
During official College vacation periods, the apartments will be closed.  Residents will have to vacate their apartments for those vacation days.  The Residence Life Coordinator may approve, prior to the break, a student staying in the apartments while taking classes over the break or involved in Intercollegiate Athletics.  Anyone who is in the apartments during this time without prior approval will be assessed a Disciplinary Action Violation as outlined in this handbook.  Students with these types of circumstances MUST get approval to remain in the apartments from the Residence Life Coordinator prior to the break.



Visitors/Guests:
NO ONE UNDER THE AGE OF 18 SHOULD BE ADMITTED INTO THE APARTMENTS.
A visitor/guest is someone who does not live in the building or a resident from another apartment.  Guests are expected to observe the same policies and guidelines set up by this handbook as well as the SCC Judicial Codes and Conduct Policies set by the College.  Residents are responsible for the behavior of their guests.  Residents may have one over-night guest stay up to a maximum of two nights per month.  A resident, who wants to have a guest stay, must fill out an overnight guest form, please ask the Apartment Manager or the Community Advisor for this form.  This MUST be done no later than 9:00 P.M. of the night the guest will be staying.  No members of the opposite sex shall be allowed to stay overnight with a resident.  If a resident(s) of another SCC hall violates the visitor/guest policy, appropriate disciplinary action will be assessed to any/all students that are involved per the Residence Hall handbook and/or SCC Judicial Code/Conduct Policy or local, state, and federal law. Those guests that violate any college policies will be disciplined according to the SCC Judicial Code of Conduct, and/or according to local, state, or federal law in addition to the Residence Life Handbook.

Weapons/Firearms:
For the safety of all residents, the possession or use of any device designated primarily for use in inflicting injury or death upon a human being or animals is strictly prohibited on College property.  This may include but is not limited to fireworks, BB or pellet guns, and/or switchblade knives. Anyone who uses, threatens use, or is found in possession of a weapon will be removed from the apartments. This removal could be a temporary or permanent cancellation of a resident’s housing contract, depending on the severity of the situation and the outcome of an administrative investigation.

Weather:
In the event of severe weather, such as a tornado, residents should follow posted instructions and instructions from the Residence Life staff.  Tune into local television/radio stations for information on weather developments.
  
Windows:
DO NOT USE WINDOWS AS ENTRANCE OR EXIT FROM AN APARTMENT.  Windows are intended to bring light and air into the building.  If a person is seen passing through a window, they will face disciplinary sanctions.  The screens are to remain on the windows at all times.  In emergency situations, such as fire, students may pass through the window to reach safety only if it is absolutely necessary.  Students are encouraged to leave windows locked to discourage unwanted guests from entering.

Eviction:
The College reserves the right to evict any resident found to be undesirable.  The disciplinary section of this handbook refers to the procedures under which this might occur, where a resident has demonstrated serious or repeated misconduct, is disruptive to the group living environment, or is delinquent in payment of room fees.

Fighting Policy:
Fighting or intimidating activity IS NOT tolerated in the apartmnents or on any College grounds.  Any resident involved in such activity will be dealt with according to the Disciplinary Procedures listed in this handbook. 

Fire Procedures:
In the event of a fire, the following procedures should be used:
1.  Notify Residence Life staff.
2.  Evacuate the building. 
3.  Have Residence Life call 911

DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES

All residents are expected to abide by the policies and procedures set forth by the College.  Violations of the College policies and Administrative Guidelines WILL NOT be tolerated and will eventually lead to eviction.  Detailed explanations of these policies can be found in the Policies and Procedures section of this handbook.  Any Residence Life staff member has the authority to write-up a resident found in violation. The Residence Life Coordinator will assess fines to residents based on the following schedule:

· 3rd Violation:	$100.00
· 4th   Violation:  EVICTION

The following is a list of possible minor violations of College policy; violations are not limited to this list.  Students may initially be addressed verbally/in person about a policy violation, however, a written incident report will follow.

· 1st Violation:  $50.00
· 2nd Violation:  $200.00
· 3rd Violation:  EVICTION

The following is a list of possible major violations of College policy.  Violations are not limited to this list and will be referred to the Vice President of Student Services and may lead to Housing probation, termination of a resident’s Housing contract, suspension from the College, and may also be reported to police.

· 
· Alcohol ( 2nd offense will require mandatory completion or enrollment in an alcohol treatment program scheduled through the Residence Life Office)
· Disrespecting a College employee
· Tampering with Smoke Detectors
· Fighting 
· Theft
· Harassment
· Bomb Threat 
· Possession/Use of Firearms and Explosives
· Possession/Use of Illicit Drugs



SCC students that do not reside in the apartments, who are found violating College and/or Apartment Policies will be disciplined according to the SCC Judicial Code of Conduct.  Any non-student guest found violating College and/or Apartment Policies, and/or state, local, or federal law will be asked to exit the College property for an indefinite period of time and will be reported to the local law enforcement if not cooperating.

As fines are assessed, charges will be loaded into the Student Record System.  A housing hold will be placed on the student’s academic record.  Once the fine is paid, the hold will be removed.  Fines must be paid in the same semester as the violation to avoid eviction.  The College may evict any resident who refuses to pay his/her fine(s).

ALL RESIDENTS ARE EXPECTED TO ABIDE BY THE POLICIES AND PROCEDURES OF THE COLLEGE.  IF THERE ARE ANY QUESTIONS
OR COMMENTS ABOUT THE INFORMATION CONTAINED IN THIS
