Scholarship Award Specifications & Guidelines

FUNDING

The Southeastern Community College Alumni Association funds this scholarship each year with donor contributions and proceeds from fundraising events.

PURPOSE

The purpose of the scholarship is to assist deserving graduates of Southeastern Community College, one per campus per year, who are continuing their postsecondary education.

AMOUNTS

A variable amount (est. $500) will be paid directly to the postsecondary institutions selected by recipients of the SCCAA Scholarship in the following manner:

1. One-half of the award may be applied toward the recipient’s first term tuition, fees, books, and on-campus housing (room & board).

2. Upon satisfactory completion of the first term with a Grade Point Average (GPA) of 2.5 or greater, the remainder of the award will be applied toward the recipient’s allowable expenses in the second (i.e., consecutive) term.  (See #1 above).

3. If the recipient does not enroll in or continue to qualify for the second term, for any reason, the remaining award will be returned to the funding source (i.e., SCCAA).

4. If the recipient has a credit balance at the end of the second (i.e., consecutive) term, the postsecondary institution will apply the balance to the recipient’s allowable expenses for the next consecutive term, as long as the recipient still meets the aforementioned qualifications.  If the recipient does not continue to meet the qualifications, the postsecondary institution will forward any remaining award balance to the SCCAA.

5. If the student/recipient graduates or leaves the postsecondary institution after the second term, the postsecondary institution shall return the credit balance to the SCCAA.

6. By way of accepting any amount of scholarship, the recipient authorizes SCCAA or the selected postsecondary institution to develop a news release, including name and/or photo, for dissemination to the media.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

To qualify, an applicant must meet all of the following criteria:

1. Be a deserving, graduating student of Southeastern Community College, any campus, intending to continue his/her education at a postsecondary institution.

2. Submit a completed application to the SCC Alumni Association (Attn:  Executive Secretary), along with a short essay (not less than one paragraph and not more than one page) discussing the following: (a) Why the student selected SCC; (b) How SCC helped the student prepare for the future; (c) The name of the selected postsecondary institution; and (d) The student’s future goals.  The essay or application should indicate whether the applicant is a member of or related to a member of the SCC Alumni Association.  Failure to correctly follow all directions may result in disqualification.

SELECTION PROCESS

Selection will be based on the above criteria.  The SCC Alumni Association Board of Directors will select one recipient who is graduating from the West Burlington Campus and one recipient who is graduating from the Keokuk Campus.  A representative of the SCCAA will present the award at the appropriate Commencement site.  The Alumni Association staff will send a written notification to the recipient and to the postsecondary institution prior to the beginning of the first term.
