Students will complete at least one of the options listed below, as determined by their academic department. Students should refer to the specific foreign/ language/global issues requirement for their degree program in the Academic Departments, Programs, and Courses section of this catalog. 
1.	Successfully complete an intermediate foreign language requirement or demonstrate equivalent proficiency by one of the following: 
a.	Complete three years of high school language study with an average grade of C or better. 
b.	For students whose native language is English, pass an appropriate test offered by the WIU Department of Foreign Languages and Literatures. 
c.	Complete, with an average grade of C or better, three semesters of university-level courses in a single language starting at beginner level at WIU, or its equivalent through another university, college, high school, placement, or any combination thereof. 
d.	For international students whose native language is not English and who have been admitted to WIU, satisfy WIU’s admission requirements for English language proficiency.
